	Review Nulit & ears data. Conduct PLCs which focus staff on a common definition of “Literacy in Numeracy.” Develop strategies which will educate and support staff in promoting this in their classrooms

Break into clusters and complete handout No.1 (listed first in the resources column) Clusters re-group with 1 x upper 1 x middle 1 x lower Primary teacher in each and complete resources sheet No.2.
Staff regroup as a whole and plot language/vocab onto large version of hand out No. 2. Manipulate & discuss as required.

Examples are shown of students work measured against the profiles/assessments and staff can explore and discuss which learning points they think needs to be refined. 

Staff are then equipped with a “handbook” or resource to implement in their class [post-test]

	Review PLC No.2 Which strategies do you use /implementing?
Key Teachers/ CPL demonstrate some techniques for this including, Math Journalling time – Math Dictionaries –  Working Mathematically Investigations

Staff make decisions about changes to our Numeracy Block which promote Literacy in Mathematics (in the Working Mathematically Strand). e.g. Dedicated Math Journalling time – Math Dictionaries – Investigations. When? How often? Every session? Once a week.
